EDUCATIONAL ACHIEVEMENT

Low-income and minority students in the DuPage area are far

more likely to drop out of high school creating an achievement

gap. With program investment focused on educational

attainment and development, at-risk youth will have a better

chance of staying on track for graduation and will face a brighter

economic future. 

FINANCIAL STABILITY

Low wage service jobs comprise an increasing percentage 

of new jobs in the county, while the availability of high paying

jobs is diminishing. United Way helps individuals gain the

skills they need to achieve self-sufficient productive futures,

including job training and placement and daycare services. 

CRISIS SUPPORT

One in every four women in the DuPage area will be a victim

of domestic violence in her lifetime. When crisis occurs, United

Way funded programs provide emergency assistance and

continue to connect individuals and families to support

services to help them achieve independence.

ENJOY CHARITABLE GIVING TAX SAVINGS.

Charitable contributions to United Way in the form of payroll

deduction, check, credit card or securities qualify for deductions

on your federal tax form. For example:

If your gift to United Way is $1,000 $2,500 $5,000

Your Federal Tax Savings will be 280* 700* 1,400*

Your United Way gift costs you 720 1,800 3,600

* Assumes a 28% tax bracket. Your savings may increase if you are 
in a higher tax bracket.

You must obtain a receipt before filing your federal tax form in

order to claim a charitable deduction of $250 or more. For payroll

deductions, please keep a copy of your pledge form and pay

stubs as a record of your donation. For gifts of $250 or more

paid by check, credit card, or securities, United Way will send

you a receipt before April 15.
